Finally, briefly sketch your
career plans and goals after graduation. Address this letter to English Department, 103 Beckham Hall.

2. Request recommendations from two Eastern Kentucky University professors who strongly support your
application. At least one of these recommendations, two if possible, must be from a faculty member of the
Department of English and Theatre. These letters should be sent to English Department, 103 Beckham Hall.
